Phil. 3:9 And be found in him, not having 
mine own righteousness, which is of 
the law , but that which is through the 
faith of Christ, the righteousness which 
is of God by faith: 



Phil. 3:10 That I may know him, and the 
power of his resurrection, and the 
fellowship of his sufferings, being 
made conformable unto his death; 

11 If by any means I might attain unto the 
resurrection of the dead.



1 Peter 2:20 For what glory is it, if, when 
ye be buffeted for your faults, ye shall 

take it patiently? but if, when ye do 
well, and suffer for it, ye take it 

patiently, this is acceptable with God.

In Newness of Life – Roms 6:4 Therefore we

that like as Christ was raised up from the 
dead by the glory of the Father, even so we 
also should walk in newness of life. 



The Manner of the Christian Walk
In Humility - Micah 8 He hath shewed thee, 

O man, what is good; and what doth the 
LORD require of thee, but to do justly, 
and to love mercy, and to walk humbly 
with thy God?



The Manner of the Christian Walk
In the Spirit – Gal. 5:16 This I say then, 

Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil 
the lust of the flesh.



The Manner of the Christian Walk
In the truth – Psalms 86:11Teach me thy 

way, O LORD; I will walk in thy truth: 
unite my heart to fear thy name.

In love – Eph. 5:2 And walk in love, as 

Christ also hath loved us, and hath given 
himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to 
God for a sweetsmelling savour.

most of every opportunity.
